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M I N U T E S  

The Sardis Association of Old Regular 
Baptist of Jesus Christ, met with the Nar 
rows Branch Church, Hardy, Pike County, 
Kentucky, on Friday morning, September 
13th, 1929, and after singing and prayer 
by Elder Willis Blackburn, the introductory 
sermon was preached by Elder Hi Maynard 
from Revelation 22nd chapter and the 14th 
verse; "Blessed are they that do His com­
mandments, that they may have right to the 
tree of Life and may enter in through the 
gates into the City."

(1) Called for the letters from the sever­
al churches, which were handed in, read, re­
ceived and the delegates seated, as shown 
in the table of Statistics; and the queries 
and requests of the churches referred to 
the committe of arrangements. 

(2) The Association then organized by 
electing Elder Ester Hopkins, Moderator, 
and Elder Hi Mayhard, Assistant Modera­
tor, Bro. R. A. Damron, Clerk and Elder 
Jonah Bevins, Assistant Clerk. 

(3) Called for newly constituted church­
es and none responded. 

(4) By motion, the rules of decorum were 
read by the clerk. 
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(5) Called for corresponding letters from 
sister Associations and received one from 
NEW SALEM ASSOCIATION by Elder 
Grady Adkins and Jay Hopkins. Letter in 
the hands of Elder Grady Adkins. 

KYOVA ASOSCIATION, by the hand of 
M. Dyer, W. M. Spence, J. H. Pack, and 
iSam Hall. Letter in the hands of J. H. Pack. 

PHILADELPHIA, by the hands of Elder 
I. R. Gilliam, L. V. Murry, and Finess Ad­
kins. Letter in the hands of Finess Adkins. 

MUD RIVER ASSOCIATION by the 
hand of Elder L. Oxley. Letter in the hands 
of Elder L. Oxley. 

UNION ASSOCIATION by the hands of

(6) Called for transient ministers and 
members and received Elders, Willie Hay, 
Harvey Spence, Ira Mullins, L. T. Preston, 
James Jude, and A. B. Potter. 

(7) On motion it was agreed that the mod­
erator make all temporary appointments 
during the entire session of this Associa­
tion. • 

(8) Appointed a committee on ministry 
consisting of one delegate from each church 
with the entire delegation of the Narrows 
Branch Church, to arrange the ministry for 
Saturday who reported as follows: First on 
the stand—Harvey G. Spence—Second, Har 
risen Stanley,-Third, I. R. Gilliam and 
Forth, Grady Adkins. 

(9) Appointed Clerk and Assistant Clerk 
to write corresponding letters to sister As­
sociations. 

(10) Appointed a committee of arrange­
ments consisting of one delegate from each 
church with moderators. Clerks, Correspon­
ding Delegates, Transients, invited to ar-
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range the business for to-morrow. 
(11) Appointed a committee consisting 

of Bros. Lee Murphey and Lewis Smith to 
see that peace prevailed at the stand and to 
claim the statute limitations on the horse 
swappers. 

(12) Adjourned until nine o'clock Satur 
day morning. 

SATURDAY MORNING 
(1) Called the roll and marked the absenr 

(2) Called on the committee of arrange­
ments to report. The committee reported, 
tte report received and the committee dis-
chargd. 

(3) Appointed Elder Willis Blackburn and 
Brother Harrison Bevins as committee on 
finance who reported from the several 
churches the sum of $68.16 received. The 
committee was then discharged. 

(4) Called on the Secretray and Treasur­
er to report who reported the expenses of 
the Association met and the sum of $145.25 
on hands. ,

(14) Resolved that we advise the minis­
ters of our churches not to marry any one 
having a living husband or wife unless they 
bring Scriptural evidence for putting their 
husband or wife away. 

(15) On motion it was ordered that the 
15th article be kept in our minutes. (15th. 
Article—Shall we receive into our fellow­
ship men having more than one wife or 
women having more than one husband? 
Answer, We advise the churches not to re­
ceive into their fellowship any such, except 
those who have put away their companions 
for the cause of fornication, and such cases 
to have gospel or church evidence of such 
fact.) 

(16) Called for a report of the commit­
tee appointed to visit the Wolf Creek Chur­
ch and they reported that the Wolf Creek 
Church had lettered up with the Old Zion 
Association. On motion it was ordered to 
drop the Wolf Creek Church from this As­
sociation. 

(17) On motion a committee was appoint­
ed to visit the Sidney Church and find out 
why they have not lettered up with the As­
sociation. Committee: Elders Hi Maynard, 
A. J. Case, James Jude, Wallace Jackson 
and Jonah Bevins. 

(18) Resolved that we have the articles 
of faith, rules of decorum and the constitu-
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tion printed in our minutes. 
(19) On motion, it was ordered to have 

1000 copies of the minutes printed and that 
the clerk supervise the printing and distri­
bution of the same. 

(20) On motion it was ordered that the 
names of the following ordained ministers 
be stricken from the records of the Associa­
tion: Simeon Johnson, Charlie Jude, Joe 
Cline, Wayne Cline and Andy Runyon. 

(21) Resolved that our next Association 
be held with the Dix Fork Church, Crigger, 
Pike County, Kentucky, beginning on Fri­
day before the Second Saturday in Septem­
ber, 1930, and that Elder Jonah Bevins 
preach the introductory sermon and that El. 
der Hi Maynard be his alternate. 

(22) Resolved that we thank the breth-
ern and sisters of the Narrows Branch 
Shurch and the friends in this community 
for the kindness and hospitality shown us 
during this Associaton. 

(23) Resolved that the minutes be read 
and signed by the moderator and clerk. The 
Association then adjourned to the time and 
place above mentioned.

SUNDAY MORNING 
September 15th., 1929 

The brethem of the Narrows Branch 
Church built the stand on the hill behind 
the school house, and the hrethem appoint-
ted to preach on Sunday, met a large and 
well ordered congregation, and proceeded 
in accordance with arrangements. 

(1) Introduction and prayer by Elder 
Leonard Oxley. 

(2) Elder H. M. Mullins came to the stand

and preached from the scriptures found in 
the first chapter and the eighteenth verse 
of Revelation—"I am He that liveth and 
was dead; and behold, I am alive for ever­
more, Amen; and have the keys of Hell and 
of death." Also the fifteenth chapter and 
the nineteenth verse of first Corinthians— 
"If in this life only we have hope in Christ, 
we are of all men most miserable." Also the 
fourteenth chapter and the seventh verse 
of Job's writing,—"-For there is hope of a 
tree if it be cut down, that it will sprout 
again, and that the tender branch thereof 
will not cease." 

(3) Elder Piness Adkins came to the 
stand next and preached from E_ekiel the 
thirty-seventh chapter and the third verse— 
"And he said unto me, son of man, can 
these bones live? And I answered, O Lord 
God thou knowest". 

(4) Elder Ira Mullins came to the stand 
and preached from the fifth chapter and 
the twenty-fourth and twenty-eighth ver­
ses of St. John; the twenty-fourth verse—

CONSTITUTION 
From a long series of experiences we, the 

Church of Jesus Christ being regularly 
baptized upon our confession of faith in Je-
sos Christ, are convinced of the necessity 
of 'a combination of Churches, in order to 
perpetuate a union and communion among 
us, and preserve, maintain and keep the 
rules and orders af an Association, accord­
ing to the folio-wing plan or form of gov­
ernment. 

Article 1. The Association shall be com­
posed of members chosen by the different 
churches in our Union, and duly sent to 
represent them in the Association, who 
shall be members whom they judge best 
qualified for that purpose, and producing 
letters from their respective churches, cer­
tifying their appointment shall be entitled 
to a seat. 

Article 2. In the letters from the differ­
ent churches shall be expressed by their 
number in full membership, those baptized, 
received by letter, restored, dismissed, ex­
communicated, and dead since the last As­
sociation. 

Article 3. The members thus chosen and 
convened shall have no power to lord it o-
ver God's heritage, nor shall they have any 
clerical power over the churches, nor shall 
they infringe upon any of the internal 
rights of any church in the Union. 

Article 4. The Association when conven­
ed, shall be governed by a regular and pro­
per decorum. 

Article 5. The Association shall have a 
Moderator, Clerk, and Treasurer, who shall

be chosen by the suffrage of the members 
present. 

Article 6. New churches miay be admitted 
into the Union who shall petition by letter 
and messenger ( and if found upon exami­
nation to be orthodox and orderly,) shaU be 
received by the Association, and manifest 
by the Moderator giving the right hand of 
fellowship. 

Article 7. Every church in the Union shall • 
be entitled to a representative in the Asso­
ciation. 

Article 8. Every query presented by any 
church to the Association, being first deba­
ted in their own church, shall be taken up 
by the Association. 

Article 9. Every motion made, and second­
ed, shall come under the consideration of the 
Association, except it shall be withdra-wn 
by the member who made it. 

Article 10. The Association shall endea­
vor to furnish the churches with the min­
utes of the Association. 

Article 11. The churches shall send money 
by the delegates of each church to pay for 
printing the minutes of the Association.-

Article 12. There shall be a record book 
kept wherin the proceedings of every Asso­
ciation shall be regularly recorded by the 
Secretary for that purpose. 

Article 13. The minutes of the Association 
shall be read (and corrected if need be), 
and signed by the Moderator and Clerk be­
fore the Association rises. 

Article 14. Amendments to this plan or 
form of government may be made at any 
time by a majority of the Union, when they 
deem it necessary. 

Article 15. All matters coming before the 
Association shall be decided by the will of 
the majority. 
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Article 16. The Association shall have 
p jwer: 
1. To provide for the general union of 
the churches. 
2. To preserve inviolably a chain of com­
munication among the churches. 
3. To give the churches necessary advice 
in matters of church difficulties. 
4. To inquire into the cause why the 
churches fail to represent themselves at any 
time in the Association. 
5. To appoint any member, or members, 
by and with their consent to transact any 
business which they think necessary. 
6. The Association shall have power to 
withdraw from any church in this union 
which violate the rules of this Association 
or deviate from the principles of the ortho­
dox religion. 
7. To admit any orderly minister of our 
order to a se'at with us in the Association. 
8. The Association shall have power to 
adjourn themselves to any future time or 
place they may think most convenient to 
the churches in the union. 
9. That no minister be ordained unless 
forwarded by a church, and it shall require 
two or more ordained ministers to compose 
a presbytery for that purpose. 

We, the Churches of Jesus Christ of Reg­
ular Baptists, are constituted on the follow­
ing faith, viz: 

ARTICLES OF FAITH 
Articlel. We believe in only one true and 

living God, The Creator of Heaven and 
earth, and all things that are therein con­
tained. 

Article 2. We believe in Jesus Christ, the 
etern'al Son of God, who is Head and King 
of His Church. 

Article 3. We believe in the Holy Ghost, 
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the sealer and applier of the redemption 
purchased by Christ. 

Article 4. We believe in the Father, Son, 
and Holy Ghost and these three are one. 

Article 5. We belieye iu the Old and New 
Testament Scripture to be the infallible 
word of.God, and take it for our only rule 
of faith and practice, and nothing is to be 
taken from or added to it. 

Article 6. We believe in the free atone­
ment of Jesus Christ; that He tasted death 
for every man, that salvation is to all men 
and women on the terms of the Gospel. 

Article 7. We believe that repentance and 
faith in the Lord Jesus are necessary pre­
vious to baptism, and that immersion is the 
only way of administering the ordinance. 

Article 8. We believe that Christ has but 
one true Gospel Church and that it will fi­
nally persevere through grace to glory. 

Article 9. We believe in the communion 
of the Lord's Supper, that is, the taking of 
the bread and wine by the Church of Jesus 
Christ in commemoration of the death and 
sufferings of the Son of God until his sec­
ond coming. 

Article 10. We believe that feet washing 
is an ordinance of Jesus Christ, and ought 
to be observed and kept up by His Church 
until His second coming. 

Article 11. We believe that Jesus Christ 
is the first ressurrection from the dead, and 
that He lives for ever. 

Article 12. We believe in the resurrection 
of the just and the unjust. 

Article 13. We believe in the final punish­
ment of the wicked and the eternal happi­
ness of the rightous. 

RULES OF DECORUM 
Article 1. "The Association shall be open­

ed and closed by prayer. 
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Article 2. A Moderator and Clerk shall 
be chosen by the suffrage of the members 
present. 

Article 3. Only one member shall speak 
at the same time, who shall rise from his 
seat and address the Moderator when he is 
about to make his speech. 

Article 4. The person thus speaking shall 
not be interrupted in his speech, except by 
Moderator, until he is done speaking, and 
shall strictly adhere to the subject, and in 
no ^yise reflect on the person who spoke be­
fore or make remarks on his slips or fail­
ures and imperfections,, but shall verily state 
the case as nearly as he can so as to convey 
his light or idea. 

Article 5. No person shall rise and speak 
more than three times on one subject with­
out the liberty obtained from the Associa­
tion. 

Article 6. No person shall abruptly break 
off or absent himself from the Association 
without liberty obtained from it. 

Article 7. No member of the Association 
shall have the liberty of laughing during the 
sittings of the same, nor whispering in time 
of public speech. 

Article 8. No member of the Association 
shall address another by any other title or 
appellation than that of brother. 

Article 9. The moderator shall not inter­
rupt a member until he gives his own idea 
upon the subject, except he breaks the rules 
of decorum. 

Article 10. The names of the members of 
the Association shall be enrolled by the 
Clerk and called over as often as the Asso­
ciation requires. 

Article 11. The Moderator shall have the 
same privilege of speech as any other mem­
ber, providing the chaid be filled, but shall 
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have no vote unless the Association ^hall be 
equally divided. 

Article 12. Any member who shall wil­
lingly and knowingly break any of the rules 
shall be reproved by the Association as they 
think proper. 

Article 13. But three members shall take 
a seat in the Association from each church. 

Article 14. No person shall speak more 
than five minutes at the same time without 
liberty obtained from the Association. 

Article IB. These rules of decorum shall 
be read by the clerk at the commencement 
of every Association. _ . .
